Parents with children who are new to the   
Challenge will soon find out that this challenge 
provides an easy and fun way for children and 
young people to record their reading as they 
try to reach the set reading targets. Parents 
with children who have participated in previous 
Challenges will know that, apart from the     
intrinsic rewards reading provides, there are 
certificates of achievement for those learners 
who reach their reading targets. Last year over 
118,000 students received certificates. 
The Challenge begins at the start of the 2013 
school year and officially ends on 12           
September 2013.  Students in Prep to Year 2 
who accept the Challenge need to read or   
experience 30 books during this period.       
Students in Years 3 to 10 who accept the 
Challenge must read 15 books during this    
period.  Some books must be selected from 
the book lists available on the Challenge site. 
There are thousands of books from which to 
choose, with fiction, non-fiction, plays, poetry, 
short stories and graphic novels all on offer. 
The Challenge is not just about reading in 
English. In fact, the Challenge is open to    
reading in any language. Also returning in 
2013 are the Challenge Ambassadors. These 
well-known authors, illustrators and childrenôs 
entertainers will again visit schools around the 
State to promote reading.

NAPLAN- National Assessment Program: 
Literacy and Numeracy 
NAPLAN is an annual national assessment 
program for all students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 
9. Students in these year levels participate in 
tests in Reading, Writing, Language         
Conventions (spelling, grammar and        
punctuation) and Numeracy. The NAPLAN 
tests will be conducted during next week over 
a three day period from Tuesday 14 May to 
Thursday 16 May.  
NAPLAN is not a pass or fail type test, but 
rather shows how students are progressing in 
numeracy and literacy skills against national 
standards for all Australia children. It also   
provides valuable information that allows 
schools and governments to better target    
effort and support to help all students achieve 
their potential and acquire the basic skills to 
help them build successful and happy lives. 
NAPLAN tests fundamental skills rather than 
specific content, and as such is not a test for 
which students can study or drill. The best 
way you can help your child prepare for 
NAPLAN is to let them know that NAPLAN is 
just one part of their school program, and to 
urge them to simply do the best they can on 
the day. 
An individual student NAPLAN report will be 
issued by the school later this year. Parents 
can use this information to monitor how their 
child is progressing and to identify any areas 
of concern. Parents may also wish to use their 
childôs results to discuss progress with     
teachers. For more information about 
NAPLAN visit www.nap.edu.au .

that meet your childôs reading ability. A few of your old 
favourites could liven up the mix. And the Premiersô 
Reading Challenge book list is a great resource.  
 
¶ Look at the cover of the book with your child. 

Look at the title and the illustration. Ask your 
child what they think the book will be about. 
Talk about the book and who wrote the story. 
If youôve read other stories by the author, 
share your thoughts and memories about 
them.  

¶ Listen carefully as your child reads. Hear 
how they are saying the words. Hear how 
confident they are, how fast or slow they are 
reading, and what words they are stumbling 
over. Be patient and try not to rush your child 
while they are reading aloud.  

¶ Help your child with words that are difficult. 
Ask your child to sound out the word or to try 
and guess the word by looking at the         
pictures or what is happening. Donôt be too 
concerned if they donôt get the word right the 
first time. Tell them what the word is after 
theyôve tried to work it out themselves and 
then move on with the story. The more    
confident they are in trying new words, new 
sounds and new phrases, the better theyôll 
be at reading.  

¶ Encourage and praise your child for their 
efforts at reading aloud. The more they do 
this, the better they will get.  

¶ Take turns. Read a paragraph and then have 
your child read the next one. As your child 
becomes more at ease with reading aloud, 
take turns to read a full page.  

¶ Stop every so often and chat about the   
storyline. Together, imagine what might   
happen next. Make this a time when your 
childôs imagination can fly, encouraging     
outrageous or funny ideas about what might 
happen next.  

¶ When reading to your child use a variety of 
voices and intonations, and actions as well. 
This will help bring the story alive for your 
child. It will also help you maintain interest in 
the story, especially if this is one of your 
child's favourites and youôve read it many 
times before.

We received the following information from the Department of Health:  

An outbreak of Cryptosporidium (ôcryptoõ) infection that causes gastroenteritis is ongoing across Victoria.  

The outbreak investigation has found that contamination of swimming pool water by patrons, including children, is 

likely to be contributing significantly to ongoing spread.  

There are a number of actions that children who attend swimming lessons and swim clubs need to take, to break 

the cycle of infection of this outbreak.  

Signs & symptoms of òcryptoó are diarrhoea, stomach cramps and nausea. Symptoms may last for weeks and have 

serious consequences for people who have weakened immune systems. Crypto can also spread from person to  

person especially in households where there are cases.
