TEACHING & LEARNING 
All teaching teams had a highly successful planning day at the end of term 2. The inquiry units that have been developed 
for this term are in line with the National Curriculum and include:   
 

LT 1 'Up' Students investigate things that fly and the characteristics of different flying objects. They will be given the       
opportunity to design and build a variety of flying objects including paper planes, helicopters, parachutes and kites.          
Students will be exposed to the language such as push, pull, lift, gravity and drag and will experiment with creating flying    
objects, altering features to ensure success with flying their creations.  
 

LT 2 óAll Mixed Upô Students learn about chemical science. They will look at how different everyday materials can           
physically change through actions such as bending, stretching and twisting. They will explore how materials such as water, 
chocolate or play dough change when warmed or cooled. They will explore the local environment to observe a variety of 
materials, and describe ways in which materials are used; investigate the effects of mixing materials together and identify 
materials such as paper that can be changed and remade or recycled into new products. 
 

LT 3 óHealthy Me, Healthy Youô Students learn about healthy eating and how the food they consume affects different parts 
of their body as well as maintaining a healthy lifestyle and different ways to stay active. Students will also learn about     
staying safe in the community and minimizing risk, include a focus on cyber safety and drug education. Students will also 
learn about the different services in the community that are in place to protect them and provide them with help when and if 
they require it. 
 

LT 4 óHealthy Livingô covers a number of topics, beginning with biological science and the brain. Students learn about    
various drugs, including prescription/non-prescription medication and legal/illegal drugs and the effects of these drugs. We 
will cover definitions of mental and physical wellbeing and what humans can do to make sure they stay mentally and      
physically healthy. Students will investigate various community health centres in Whittlesea and undertake a project about a 

health service of their choice. Year 6s will participate in óFamily Lifeô focusing on sex education and pubertyȢ 
 

UNIFORM POLICY/BLACK SHOES 
Congratulations on the number of students here at Findon PS who are wearing black shoes to school. As we are now in the 
óthickô of winter, with cold and wet weather well and truly upon us, it is a good time to remind everyone of the advantages of 
wearing black solid shoes to school, to keep studentsô feet nice and dry and avoid those coughs and colds!
