CHICKEN POX OUTBREAK                                                                                                              
Recently we have had a number of cases of Chicken Pox reported, which we are closely              
monitoring, here at Findon PS. Currently it is isolated to the one grade but has the potential to 
spread! Symptoms include a sore tummy, headache and the appearance of spots. I have set out 
the following information from the Victorian Health Department: Infectious Diseases Guidelines 
for your information. School Children with chickenpox are excluded for at least five days 
after the rash appears. A few remaining scabs are not a reason for continued exclusion.    
Children with shingles can attend school if the lesions can be covered adequately however                     
exclusion from swimming and contact sports should be advised for seven days after the rash              
appears. Parents of children with immunosuppressive diseases should be advised of cases of 
chickenpox in the school as they may wish to voluntarily exclude their own child.

THANK YOU MORNING TEA 
Throughout the year there are many parents and community members who give of their time and       
contribute to the life of the school enriching the programs and environment available to our students. 
We would like to acknowledging the wonderful work done in our school by our volunteers and express 
our appreciation and thanks to all those who have assisted in so many ways this year. We are holding a 
Parent Helpersô Morning Tea on Wednesday 10th December 2014 from 11 ï11.30am to express our thanks. We hope you 
will be able to join us at our thank you Morning Tea?

STUDENT TOILETS 
Every so often our students need reminders about correct usage and behaviour when visiting toilets at school. We expect 
all students: 

¶ to use the toilets in a hygienic way 

¶ to wipe up any spills 

¶ to flush toilet after use 

¶ to respect other childrenôs privacy when they are visiting the toilet 

¶ to ensure their own personal cleanliness, washing hands after each visit 
Unlike home, where Mum /Dad are readily available to clean up after children, we do not have 
toilet attendants in school time to do this. Although all toilet blocks are cleaned hygienically daily, 
we need to be able to keep the toilets as clean as possible throughout each day. It would be ap-
preciated if parents could please reinforce our message about using toilets correctly. 

TRANSITION 
Starting primary school is a major milestone for children and their parents, marking the start of a new phase of life for both. 
The transition to school is an experience that starts well before, and extends far beyond, your childôs first day. Your child 
may start school after going to kindergarten or child care or they may not have attended any formal service before going to 
school. All children will have developed a range of skills and abilities that will form the basis of their positive school           
experiences. As well as transition into Foundation (Prep), we acknowledge the challenge our students face when entering 
the next year level of their schooling, and as such provide them with an intra-school transition day. 
 

Kindergarten to Findon Primary School conducts a Beginning Schools Transition Program (BSP) over ten sessions for 
those children leaving kinder and commencing their primary education. This program is a vital component of ensuring our 
new students make a smooth transition to the beginning of their formal education. During the transition program, our new 
students have the opportunity to familiarise themselves with their new school environment, meet many of the staff they will 
be interacting with and experience some of the structures and programs they will encounter next year. I welcome all parents 
to our second Parent Information Session this Friday 28

th
 November in the Library, at 9.15 till 10.45.  This session will cover 

Readiness for School, Positive Transitioning to School and getting to know the other parents and families for 2015, over a 
cuppa. Look forward to seeing you there. 
 

YEAR 6 -7 
All Year 6 students participate in a state-wide transition program that           
enables our exiting students to attend their 2015 secondary school and 
experience a day as a secondary student. This yearôs Orientation Day is 
Tuesday, 9th December 2014.
